A major cause of CO2 lingering in the air is deforestation. A tree can convert as much 21.7kg of oxygen a year. The earth has about 3 trillion (3,000,000,000,000) trees, so a lot of oxygen can be converted. Despite this, an area of about a football pitch of trees is cut down a second, and in a year 357 billion trees are cut down yearly. What Went Well:
-Your use of statistics is fantastic, you really back up your opinions with the clear facts. It’s evident that you did your research on this essay, and it makes it so convincing!

-Your structure is incredibly clear, and you have brilliant points, with good topic sentences. This clarity is very persuasive, as it makes your essay accessible to all readers. Again, it makes it seem that you know exactly what you’re talking about.

-You use a great rhetorical question to open with, making the audience question their views on global warming immediately. Very striking!


Even Better If…:
-I’d love to see you make this essay just a bit longer, allowing you to really consider the facts of global warming, along with exactly what we can do to combat it. You could just flesh-out your argument a bit more, considering more depth to your points.

-You use a lot of excellent statistics and facts, but you lack literary techniques. Just remember to include rhetorical questions, direct address, emotive language etc. as this is a creative writing task above all. This would also help to increase the length of your essay and express your strong views on this subject.

-Just make extra sure that you proof-read your work, as you tend to miss out words or letters. These are tiny mistakes that, if fixed, will make a big difference. All you have to do is read through it quickly before submitting it, or get a new pair of eyes to see if they can spot some mistakes,
