What Went Well:
-Your tone throughout is perfect, using vocabulary that makes you sound entirely confident, such as ‘I am very sure that it will happen’. This confidence would surely seep through to the reader and convince them of your point.

-You structure is fantastic, with your introduction and conclusion laying out your aims and briefly some of the reasons why you should be picked. The ease at which this can be read is one of its strong points!

-You have some ingenious, creative ideas throughout this letter, about science in space and what you could bring to the mission. This shows a real depth of thought, well done!

Even Better If…:
-Make sure that you’re proof-reading your work every time! Tiny mistakes such as missing words or slight misspellings, if corrected, can make all the difference. You could even get someone else to look over your writing quickly, as I know that it is sometimes hard to see the mistakes in your own writing. You could also try reading it aloud, as any discrepancies will jump out.

-Some of your sentences run on slightly too long (I’ve marked one instance above where you could have cut the sentence in half). These long sentences can serve to be rather confusing, so make sure that you are using punctuation to break up these sentences and have a pause.

-In future writing, I would love to see you using even more techniques. For this one, you could have used rhetorical questions, similes, exaggeration, statistics. In writing going forward, you can use the techniques from their particular videos. These just enhance your writing so brilliantly and create a real sense that this is a creative writing task.
