Run faster,” shouted Mark. Before they knew it, they lurched forwards as quick as a flash. “ARGHHHHHHHH!” They screamed. “ What is happening!” Matt shouted. “I knew we shouldn’t have gone into this carriage!” 
What Went Well:
-I love the idea of this story, and you characterise Tom and Mark very well, making them opposites of each other in the way that Tom is so laid back where Mark is worried. This builds a lot of tension throughout the story!
-You use some lovely techniques, such as onomatopoeia, metaphor, simile, speech etc. This is such a good show of your skill!
-I like the structure to your story, opening in the middle of the action, building and dissipating tension, and ending on a cliff-hanger.

Even Better If…:
-Just make sure that you proof-read your work, as you accidentally switched between the names Mark and Matt throughout, and a quick proof-read would have stopped this.
-I would love to see you challenging yourself to use even more advanced imagery. For example, when you say, ‘as quick as a flash’, this is a good simile, however slightly simple. Maybe you could come up with something slightly more high-level!
-Just being picky here, but there are some places where I feel you could still use some punctuation, as I’ve marked in your story. If you read the lines out loud, or even in your head, there will be natural pauses, and it would be great to just put something like a comma there.
