In future, try to find a slightly shorter one!] This means that if we don’t act quickly and don’t pay more attention the world will perish before our eyes. Climate change is affecting people and animals too. Icebergs are melting and polar bears are suffering because the ice caps are melting due to global warming. Cars, power plants, factories, and homes when we burn fossil fuels such as coal, oil, and gasses produce global warming. Did you know that cars make up 28.2% of climate change?! [lovely rhetorical question here] The United States is the second-largest contributor to carbon dioxide (CO2) in our atmosphere, the first is Saudi Arabia. To reduce climate change you could change your car to an electric one. [I like that you’re providing ways for an average reader to combat climate change!] Electric cars don’t harm the planet unlike other cars do. Even better, try not to use a vehicle to a place you could easily ride a bike or just walk, it is not only just good for the environment but it is also good for you as you are getting active and getting fresh air. [I like that you’re addressing the reader directly throughout] Another tip would be, to switch off lights when it is not necessary. As you can see, climate change is infecting our planet badly and we are not opening our eyes. People around the world are protesting so you could have a better future without any more global warming. [A nice ending, could you have briefly rounded up your points here?]

What Went Well:

-You use some persuasive techniques, such as direct address and rhetorical questions! Keep it up 
Even Better If…:
-I would love to see you challenging yourself even more to use exciting persuasive techniques, such as alliteration, simile, and the power of three.
-The structure of this could be clearer, with an introduction, three separate points, and a conclusion. This would just make it an easier read, and therefore more persuasive!
-For this essay, I would assume that your audience are already aware of what global warming is (unless you have chosen to write to kids), so focus more on the statistics that people may not know, and how they can help!
