I know that these things will help me in the way and I am capable of doing all of them. Then when I heard about Tim Peake as well I also wanted to be like him, a British [person] on the moon. I know that there are many hazardous [lovely vocab] things in space like the lack of atmospheric pressure and exposure to radiation. [I like that you’ve obviously researched this letter, it makes it very compelling!] Even with those obstacles in the way, I am still very determined to go. 
As you can see I am a huge fan of NASA and have always wanted to go and travel to the moon. I have always watched every single one of NASA’s space landing and [to] see what I could learn out of it. It has been a dream for me and I know that you could make my dream come true. I know you have never let anyone down. I hope you can hire me and we will have great times together. If you could that would be a pleasure! [Brilliant closing paragraph, re-emphasising your aims!]

What Went Well:
-Your letter structure is super, with an address and date, a clear introduction, main paragraph and a conclusion. This organisation allows for an easy read, which makes it even more persuasive.
-It is evident that you’ve done your research for this letter. These moments when you drop in facts and names really highlight your love for the subject, and any NASA employee reading this would be hard-pressed to reject you.
-Your vocabulary is at a good standard, using words such as ‘hazardous’. This shows a great potential in your writing :D
Even Better If…:
-I would love to see you using more persuasive techniques in here. Things such as rhetorical questions, imagery, repetition and the power of three. These would just raise your writing to such a level of sophistication, and I really think you can achieve it!
-As I mentioned on your other submission, sometimes the flow of your sentences can be tricky to read. You just need to read some of your sentences aloud, and when you naturally pause, you should include some punctuation.
-Occasionally you can slip into a more informal tone. For this letter, I would focus on making your language more formal eg. ‘I have got…’ turns into ‘I have achieved…’. This is a skill that will come with time, just keep working at it!
