Learning a musical instrument is definitely a good thing to do when you’re young.(a good, decisive opening line!)  As many people have said, children learn like sponges. (a nice simile) Maybe some people don’t believe that at all but I disagree because I have my own proof and experience, as I have started learning the piano when I was four, then the cello when I was eight. (this is great anecdotal evidence, but I would save this for your main paragraphs, and keep your introduction brief) Learning an instrument helped me release stress a lot and also helped me in extracurricular lessons. Maybe it wouldn’t become very useful in the future, (remember to use commas when they’re needed) but it benefits them as it is like a talent that never leaves and it is definitely something to be proud of. (I like this point about being proud- super compelling!)
Learning a musical instrument also benefits the brain which will help them in their studies (e.g. math and English).(great topic sentence! Could you use ‘you’ instead of ‘they’ to include some direct address?) It also helps the physical aspects of the body, making sure that you are fit. Do you ever want to boost your memory? (great direct rhetorical question) If (you answered) yes, then learning a musical instrument will be very suitable for that, especially when you’re (you are) (avoid using contractions in an essay) learning a string instrument. This helps as you would remember all the positions of the notes. 
(I would start a new paragraph here, as you’re moving onto a different point)
Playing a musical instrument in the ensemble is good for your cooperation skills as well. (lovely!) You would begin to listen to others which will improve your self-esteem without being too arrogant. Playing an instrument when you are young will also benefit your happiness when you’re (you are) older. (could you add a line here, just clarifying that this may be because of the friendships you form in these orchestras/choirs)
If you start off younger, I (playing an instrument) would give you a head start with most things in life and you would take in more from it. In my own opinion, learning a musical instrument when your (you are) younger is: beneficial, supportive and useful. (gorgeous use of the power of three to end here!)

What Went Well:
· I really like that you’ve included three clear, different points about how learning an instrument is beneficial: the brain, the body and the social aspect. This gives your argument a very well-rounded feeling, so well done!
· I love that you used anecdotal evidence, telling us about your own experience with learning instruments, to demonstrate your points. This gives this essay a lovely, personal touch that is super compelling. The reader really feels as if you are an expert on the subject, and so have authority on it.
· You use some great techniques here, such as the ending power of three phrase, ‘beneficial, supportive and useful’. You also include a wonderful rhetorical question, and even a simile, ‘children learn like sponges’. Direct address is littered throughout this piece, which makes the reader really pay attention! Keep these techniques up!
Even Better If…:
· Your structure just needs a tiny bit of work. Your introduction should be brief, and concise. All you need here is some context to the question (what you will be talking about), and then what you will be arguing. Save your evidence for your main paragraphs! Also, when you’re introducing a new point, such as the point about socialisation, make sure you separate it into a new paragraph, to keep your essay clearly set out.
· In an essay, make sure that you avoid using contractions, such as ‘you’re’, and swap these out for the full, ‘you are’. This just helps to maintain some formality, which is super important in an informational essay!
· I would love to see you pushing yourself to use even more sensationalist language: more questions and exclamations, as well as maybe some more high-level language and imagery. All of these techniques come together to create a powerful piece, that grabs the reader’s attention and, most importantly, holds it.

Overall, lovely work, well done!
